What’s in your salad . . . ?     By Rev. Charles Smith 
Driving down the highway in Virginia 

one summer afternoon I was listen-
ing to a cassette tape by Werner 
Earhart on the subject of “Creation.”  
Like so many other tapes I have lis-

tened to I kind of listened without 
hearing.  But, like a sledge hammer, 
I was hit by a statement he made on 
the tape.  In fact, it so impacted me 
that I pulled over to the side of the 
road to listen again and to contem-
plate the meaning of what he said.  

As close as I can remember, here is 
the statement that so impacted me: 
 

He said,  

“Until you realize that what you are 

is empty and meaningless you don’t 
know anything and that what you do 
know you know only to an end.” 
 

Okay, close enough.  Here’s how it 
spoke to me. 
 

My mind, my actions, my beliefs, to 

this point, have been fed to me by 
my peers, my parents, my teachers 
and many others and things that 
would teach me how to live life.  
Problem was, I wasn’t living life very 
well at that time.  I always said, 
“Just tell me the rules and I can play 

any game including the game of 
life.”  My quandary was that the 

rules kept changing which shouldn’t 
have mattered because I couldn’t 
quite figure out what the game was. 
 

What Werner Earhart said triggered 
an understanding, within me, that 
allowed me; that commanded that I 
take another look at how my life had 
developed so far. 
 

This is how I came to understand 
the salad bowl syndrome. 
 

The surrender of self.  The complete 
emptying of false beliefs and precon-
ceived notions that cause us to be 
something that we are not.   
 

When we are born we come directly 
from God complete with all of the 
knowing of right and wrong we need 

upon which to build our life here on 
Earth.   
 
We are ready for input and it is the 
quality of the input we get that de-
termines the dilution of our natural 
born traits of good which in turn 

yields the quality of our lives.   
 

We are as an empty salad bowl per-
fectly created for our life experi-

ences. However, from birth and 

through spiritual amnesia, we are 
unable to govern the quality or con-
sistency of our input.  At this stage, 
we lack understanding. 
 

So, the salad bowl of our mind and 
soul is sitting on the table.  Our bowl 
is empty and clean and fresh. 
 

Then here comes Mom and she 
drops in a few sliced tomatoes and 
some iceberg lettuce and we are 
now a garden salad. 
 

Now comes Dad who drops in a few 
black olives and some peppers and 
we become a sort of antipasto.   
 

Here comes Grandma  and she drops 
in some goat cheese and garlic and 
we then become a Greek salad. 
 

Grandpa contributes yet another set 
of ingredients.  Everyone we come in 
contact with adds to our bowl with-
out so much as a, by-your-leave and 

into our bowl goes what they all  
think will make the perfect salad.  
The dressing makes us something 
else and pretty soon we have had so 
much added to us that the conglom-
eration in our salad bowl makes us 

nothing but confused. 
 

How do we fix this?  How do we live 
life without trying to be controlling 
but by being in control.  Surrender. 
 

The surrender of self. . . . the com-
plete emptying of false beliefs and 
preconceived notions that cause us 

to be something that we are not.  
We must clean the salad bowl and 
begin anew.   
 

St. Paul said, 
 

Romans 12:1,2 “Therefore I urge 
you, brethren, by the mercies of 
God, to present your bodies a living 

and holy sacrifice, acceptable to 
God, which is your spiritual service 

of worship. And do not be conformed 
to this world, but be transformed by 
the renewing of your mind, so that 
you may prove what the will of God 

is, that which is good and acceptable 
and perfect.” 
 

We empty the metaphoric salad bowl 

and present ourselves to God who 
teaches us that which we are to be-
lieve through our renewed under-
standing.
