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“goin’ to the woods . . .”     
    Rev. Charles Smith 

You don’t often hear the word forest unless you are 
reading a fairy tale or a Robin Hood-like adventure 
story.  Most of us grew up calling a stand of trees the 
“woods.”  A friend would ask, “Where you goin’?” and 

we would reply, “To the woods.”  Or, “Where you 
been?” and we would answer, “In the woods.”  As a 
child, the term “woods” brought up mental visions of 
mysterious animals and darkness at night with some-
thing our grandparents called “hobgoblins” and in the 
light of day, we found adventure when we chased each 
other through the woods or excitement at the discover-

ies we made when finding a cave or a swimming hole 
or an unusual looking bug or snake.  Woods meant 

everything.  We loved them but somehow, when we 
were alone, we weren’t quite comfortable in them until 
we knew them and then the woods revealed some of its 
secrets to us.  After this the woods became a place for 

contemplation, we called it “just thinking,” and medita-
tion, we called it “daydreaming.”   Whether sitting in a 
crudely constructed tree house or sitting on the ground 
under the trees or lying in a clearing of lush green 
grass we were just thinking and daydreaming and 
forming portions of what would become the character 
of our soul. 

The discovery of the secrets of the woods is simple 
really.  The more at ease we became with the woods 
the more they wrapped us in the gentle comfort of their 

serenity and we understood, at last, that the woods 
were constantly busy being the woods.  They gave to 
us in the broad leaf of the oak, the chaotic order of the 
pines branches and the wonderful colors of the maple.  

They gave us cool comfort in the heat of the day, music 
as the wind blew a cacophony of sounds creating a 
heavenly rhythm and an energy that can only come 
with the translucent greens and clear spaces that re-
veal portions of a bright blue spring sky. 

It is the same with God.  In our awe of the Creator we 

are given over to a respectful fear of the first cause of 
all things.  The fear is the same as in the woods.  It is 
the fear of the unknown and we overcome this fear the 
same way we did of the woods.  We get to know God 

better and then we become comfortable in God’s pres-
ence.  It is much like the woods; the more we came to 
visit the woods the less uncomfortable we were.  We 

discovered the woods were gentle and unforgiving of 
our sometimes unintentional abuse.  We discovered the 
woods protected us and offered a warm and pleasur-
able solace found nowhere else.  The woods were a ref-
uge in times that we required reflection. 

It is the same with God.  We find love and forgiveness 
on our journey to discovery.  God is eager to wrap gen-

tle arms around us and hold us in the breath of Spirit if 
we allow it.  We find that the Kingdom of Heaven is at 
hand and that we are welcome in God’s mansion where 
we can enter and close the door behind us so that we 

can experience the rituals of “just thinking” and 
“daydreaming.”

Fillmore Theological College is celebrating it’s first year of providing a quality spiritual education to indi-

viduals on their respective paths and it occurred to me that you might be interested in its status.  We cur-

rently have five students pursuing a variety of degree programs.  There are an additional three prospec-

tive students saying they are definitely interested in pursuing our programs but are waiting for their finan-

cial status to allow them to begin.  We are still working on accreditation and from our interactions with accrediting agencies 

have learned that it is a three to five year process.  We expect to continue working toward accreditation this year and in the 

coming years.  During this first year we began to create structure by establishing schools within the college and at this time 

they are as follows:  School of Theology, School of Pastoral Counseling, School of Ministerial Studies and the School of Chap-

lain Preparation.  Each of the schools either already has or will have a Dean having responsibility for managing the degree 

programs and curricula for that school.  At this time all positions for the college are strictly voluntary but our vision is for 

them to be paid staff positions in the future.  In future articles I will highlight each of the Deans so you can become familiar 

with them and their qualifications.

As a child growing up in the green farmlands of 

southern New Jersey, I learned from a very young age 

the peace of cultivating my awareness and my ability to 

listen to the silence inherent within all life. With pastimes 

like playing on live train tracks, sledding on busy country 

roads, and wading barefoot through snake infested 

streams and creeks, paying attention was hardly an op-

tion!   
 

A quarter of a century later, I find myself just coming to 

realize the growth and spiritual re-awakening that was oc-

curring for me, even as a young boy. At the time I figured I 

was just wandering aimlessly through the woods with my 

eyes closed, trying to get lost and find my way out, be-

cause it gave me a little bit of a buzz. My 34-year old per-

spective is that it was an incredibly courageous, if a bit 

naïve, test of faith in myself and in the spirit that I have 

always sensed within myself and nature. 
  

My poor mother used to be beside herself at times, know-

ing that I was often crawling into the drainage tunnel under 

our street and sitting there in the musty blackness with 

only the sounds of trickling water and the occasional visit 

from curious wildlife. I would remain still, present and 

aware of the arising and falling of the steady stream of 

voiceless thoughts in my head. After a period of time, my 

mind would become still, and I would find a flowing, ex-

pansive peace in nature that I could not seem to uncover 

when surrounded by my boisterous friends and siblings. It 

was around this time that I started to be labeled a loner, 

shy, anti-social and unpredictable. 
 

I never felt though, then or now, that I didn't like being 

around other people. It was just that I was more comfort-

able being alone and feeling that warm, quiet stillness that 

would so gently wash over me after the chatter in my brain 

would finally subside from my simply letting it be. 
  

I would often sit for hours on end, 20 feet in the air, 

perched in the little nook I'd discovered atop the towering 

maple tree next to the pear tree and blueberries in our 

side yard. From my private watchtower, I could gaze out 

over the endless acres of cherry and peach trees and feel 

my oneness with them in my silent attentiveness. 
 

Now that I have grown, I can see the value and depth of 

nurturing that stillness within me not only in times of soli-
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tude. I can now also see what is the essential core of those 

early alone times is how I can allow myself to honor that 

still center within me¾that eternal, breathing silence, and 

express and radiate that natural beauty outward into my 

world. 
 

Even then, at the age of eight, I already seemed to have an 

awareness of an energy, a consciousness, that permeated 

everything within and around me. That energy was so real 

for me that I somehow felt so deeply connected with that 

old maple, the forest, the stream, and the deer, rabbits and 

squirrels that would play in our yard, that at times I almost 

ached to venture as deeply into that world as I could allow 

myself to without the fear of getting "lost". I can see now 

that it was never a fear off getting lost that I was overcom-

ing, but rather the fear of finding out who I truly am. What 

we yearn for so innocently is often what brings up the most 

fear for us, which presents a tremendous opportunity for 

healing. In the words of Ernest Holmes, "There is noth-

ing to heal, only Truth to be revealed." 
 

I am so grateful for the gifts of my childhood years; Most of 

all for what was for me a natural cultivation of my aware-

ness of the spiritual source of all life. I am so grateful today 

for the ability to remain still and radiate that peaceful know-

ing from within the deepest spaces of my being. I am grate-

ful to have the consciousness to recognize that spiritual 

source dancing in the eyes of another human being. This is 

my highest honor.
