Tithing seems to be the subject of many of the 

discussions and much of the reading I have been 

doing lately.  Rev. Paula Ryan has been generous 

in giving her thoughts on the matter of tithing and 

finances in our newsletters.  I thought I‘d take a 

look into tithing versus giving.  What‘s the 

difference? 
 

I started with scripture and found the first 

reference to tithing to be in Leviticus 27:30  ―A 

tithe of everything from the land, whether grain 

from the soil or fruit from the trees, belongs to the 

LORD; it is holy to the LORD.‖ And the first 

reference to it meaning to be a tenth in Leviticus 

27:32.  In Malachi 3:10.   God tells us, “Bring the 

whole tithe into the storehouse, that there 

may be food in my house. Test me in this," 

says the LORD Almighty, "and see if I will not 

throw open the floodgates of heaven and pour 

out so much blessing that you will not have 

room enough for it.”   
 

Charles Fillmore, in the Revealing Word says the 

following: 
 

tithe--A tenth part. In the Old Testament the tithe 

or tenth is mentioned as a reasonable and just 

return to the Lord by way of acknowledging Him as 

the source of supply. 

tithing--Giving a tenth of one's supply to God and 

His work. Tithing is a tacit agreement that man is 

in partnership with God in the conduct of his 

finances. This leads to confidence and assurance 

that whatever is done will bring increase of some 

kind. "Give, and it shall be given unto you" (Luke 

6:38). 
 

―Tithing, which is based on a law that cannot fail, 

establishes method in giving. It brings into the 

consciousness a sense of divine order that is 

manifested in one's outer life and affairs as 

increased efficiency and greater prosperity. It is the 

surest way ever found to demonstrate plenty, for it 

is God's own law and way of giving.‖ 
 

In our churches we sometimes hear the minister 

speaking of taking up the offering or referring to 

the time of tithing as a time of giving.  It is true 

that these terms may be used interchangeably and 

that we can interpret these terms to mean a tenth 

of our good must go back to God. 
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However, there is another term we use called the 

“free-will offering.”  
 

Free-will offering is a spontaneous gift as in 

Exodus 35:29 or; a voluntary sacrifice as in Ezra 

3:5.  Charles Fillmore, in The Revealing Word 

says the following: 
 

offerings, freewill--"Freely ye received, freely 

give" (Matt. 10:8) is a law of life, and all must 

conform to it in order to realize their highest 

good and to receive abundantly. Giving measures 

the receiving. 
 

Tithing then, is that which we give to our church 

or other place where from we receive our 

spiritual good.  Where we receive our message 

from God. 
 

All things above tithing are call special gifts or 

free-will offerings and these gifts are to help do 

God‘s work.  In our case to a group or 

organization that is formed for the purpose of 

spreading God‘s word and promoting spiritual 

maturity among it‘s members. 
 

What each of us gives to the Conference is just 

that, a gift.  It is tax-deductible just any other 

donation but it is a gift.  A free-will offering to 

help promote the spreading of God‘s word 

throughout the World.   
 

You gifts to the Conference help to maintain our 

prayer lines, our newsletter our offices and 

communication setu8p as well as to provide 

funds for maintaining our website and offices and 

other things that allow us to remain active in our 

work. 
 

With out your generous gifts it would be very 

difficult for us to operate without going into debt.
