As I take a respite from the sounds of the populace, I catch a
new vision of the miracle of life and the wondrousness of the
Universe:

e A robin builds a nest for its young on top of a tall ladder
located in a woodshed, away from the beaten path. It
lays three blue eggs. After the eggs are hatched, the
robin flies somewhere to get food for its offspring. The
three little birds, featherless and fragile, open their
mouths as they see their mother coming with food in its
beak. The mother robin stays with them to warm them up
and nurture them to growth. When the little birds become
fully grown, they fly away from the nest to seek their own
space somewhere.

e For its protection, a fawn curls-motionless, under the
edge of the stairs of the house behind a tree stump-while
waiting for its mother doe to come back. The latter re-
turned and took the fawn somewhere else.

e With their big leaves and humongous trunks, the red-
woods in the Muir Woods in California get most of the
sunshine. Tiny trees shoot up tall to get the sun that
they need for their growth and sustenance.

From these examples, it is evident that all organisms have

self-preservation instincts.

e In the spring, flowers of various sizes, shapes, and colors
come up daffodils, tulips, crab apple blossoms, magnolias,
and cherry blossoms, to name a few. Red, yellow, white,
pink, and lavender annuals marigolds, petunias, begonias,
pansies, geraniums decorate many yards and cities’ curb-
sides in the summer.

e In the fall, leaves of a variety of trees-maple, birch,
beech, and oak-seem to be sprayed with paints of
gold, yellow, red, and orange, adding to the
earth’s luster.

e The sturdiness of the apple trees that will be heavy with
fruits-in time speak to me of the majesty of Divine
Power.

e I marvel at the sweetness of the orange, the crunchiness
of the apple, and the innate ability of the orange trees
and apple trees to bear fruits. Each produce is complete
with seeds that carry with them the potentials for more of
their kind.

The third offered the neighbors plugs for
their ears; the fourth gave the boy a book; the fifth gave the
neighbors books that described a method of controlling anger
through biofeedback; the sixth gave the boy meditation ex-
ercises to make him placid and explained that all reality was
imagination. Like all placebos, each of these remedies
worked for a short while, but none worked for very long.
Eventually, a real Sufi came along. He looked at the situa-
tion, handed the boy a hammer and chisel, and said, "I won-
der what is INSIDE the drum?"

his beautiful story was written by a doctor who worked
in Africa.

One night I had worked hard to help a mother in the labor
ward; but in spite of all we could do, she died, leaving us with
a tiny, premature baby and a crying two-year-old daughter.
We would have difficulty keeping the baby alive; as we had no
incubator (we had no electricity to run an incubator). We also
had no special feeding facilities.

Although we lived on the equator, nights were often chilly
with treacherous drafts. One student midwife went for the box
we had for such babies and the cotton wool that the baby
would be wrapped in. Another went to stoke up the fire and
fill a hot water bottle. She came back shortly in distress to tell
me that in filling the bottle, it had burst (rubber perishes eas-
ily in tropical climates). 'And it is our last hot water bottle!"
she exclaimed.

As in the West, it is no good crying over spilled milk, so
in Central Africa it might be considered no good crying over
burst water bottles. They do not grow on trees, and there are
no drugstores down forest pathways.

'All right,' I said, 'put the baby as near the fire as you safely
can, and sleep between the baby and the door to keep it free
from drafts. Your job is to keep the baby warm.'

The following noon, as I did most days, I went to have
prayers with any of the orphanage children who chose to
gather with me. I gave the youngsters various suggestions of
things to pray about and told them about the tiny baby. I ex-
plained our problem about keeping the baby warm enough,
mentioning the hot water bottle, and that the baby could so
easily die if it got chills. I also told them of the two-year-old
sister, crying because her mother had died.

During prayer time, one ten-year-old girl, Ruth, prayed with
the usual blunt conciseness of our African children.

'Please, God' she prayed, 'Send us a hot water bot-
tle today. It'll be no good tomorrow, God, as the baby
will be dead, so please send it this afternoon.’

While I gasped inwardly at the audacity of the prayer, she
added, 'And while You are about it, would You please send a
dolly for the little girl so she'll know You really love her?'

As often with children's prayers, I was put on the spot. Could
I honestly say 'Amen?' I just did not believe that God could do
this. Oh, yes, I know that He can do everything; the Bible
says so. But there are limits, aren't there? The only way God
could answer this particular prayer would be by sending me a
parcel from the homeland.
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I had been in Africa for almost four years at that time,
and I had never, ever, received a parcel from
home. Anyway, if anyone did send me a parcel, who
would put in a hot water bottle? I lived on the equator!

Halfway through the afternoon, while I was teaching in
the nurses' training school, a message was sent that
there was a car at my front door. By the time I
reached home, the car had gone, but there on the veran-
dah was a large 22-pound parcel. I felt tears pricking
my eyes.

I could not open the parcel alone, so I sent for the or-
phanage children. Together we pulled off the string, care-
fully undoing each knot. We folded the paper, taking care
not to tear it unduly. Excitement was mounting. Some
thirty or forty pairs of eyes were focused on the large
cardboard box.

From the top, I lifted out brightly-colored, knitted jerseys.
Eyes sparkled as I gave them out. Then there were the
knitted bandages for the leprosy patients, and the chil-
dren looked a little bored. Then came a box of mixed rai-
sins and sultanas - that would make a batch of buns for
the weekend.

Then, as I put my hand in again, I felt the....could it
really be? I grasped it and pulled it out. Yes, a brand new,
rubber hot water bottle. I cried. I had not asked God to
send it; I had not truly believed that He could.

Ruth was in the front row of the children. She rushed for-
ward, crying out, 'If God has sent the bottle, He must
have sent the dolly, too!' Rummaging down to the bottom
of the box, she pulled out the small, beautifully-dressed
dolly. Her eyes shone! She had never doubted! Looking
up at me, she asked, 'Can I go over with you and give
this dolly to that little girl, so she'll know that Jesus really
loves her?'

'Of course,' I replied.

That parcel had been on the way for five whole months,
packed up by my former Sunday school class, whose
leader had heard and obeyed God's prompting to send a
hot water bottle, even to the equator. And one of the girls
had put in a dolly for an African child five months before,
in answer to the believing prayer of a ten-year-old to
bring it 'that afternoon.'

When I decided I wanted to write an article on being open to
life there was a moment of hesitation in naming the article to
at least be clever enough for you, the reader, to want to read
it. What could I call the article that would cause you to con-
sider the words I was about to put on paper. What would
entice you to embrace the notion of exploring the idea of
non resistance and ever flowing receivership of all that God
has for us.

I have been reading the third chapter of Ecclesiastes as re-
search for another work I am doing. (You know, the third
chapter speaks of there being a time for everything and a
season for every experience under the sun:

Ecclesiastes 3:
1 There is a time for everything,
and a season for every activity under heaven:
2 a time to be born and a time to die,
a time to plant and a time to uproot,
3 a time to kill and a time to heal,
a time to tear down and a time to build,
4 a time to weep and a time to laugh,
a time to mourn and a time to dance,
5 a time to scatter stones and a time to gather them,
a time to embrace and a time to refrain,
6 a time to search and a time to give up,
a time to keep and a time to throw away,
7 a time to tear and a time to mend,
a time to be silent and a time to speak,
8 a time to love and a time to hate,
a time for war and a time for peace.)

What we are referring to here is action. What mental, spiri-
tual, physical action we take shall be given back to us full
measure and pressed down. The choice we have is that in
selecting our actions. The teacher is telling us that we should
accept everything in a state of non-resistance. The native
Americans said that we should greet life with open palms.

If we are resistant to life then life is resistant to us with equal
conviction. We all well know that our actions are not always
pure but they can be if we adopt a stance of non-resistance
and gratitude for every experience we have.

We must be thankful that things happen at all. It is not for us
to analyze the good we receive from this state of openness
nor that we attempt to glean a lesson. We must simply be
cooperative, non-resistant and grateful for every iota of life
we are offered. One thing we can be sure of is that the more
we accept the greatness of God’s world for what it is, the
more we add (activate) to the good of the World.

There is a time for everything and the time is not for us to
decide but it is for us to respond, in appreciation, to God for
the life we experience.

We must not confuse non-resistance as non-violence. In non-
resistance we cooperate with the Universe and all that is in it
so that, in turn, the Universe and all that is in it cooperates
with us. No-violence requires that we are first confrontational
in life an then choose not to react. We never want to put our-
selves in a position that requires us to choose to be non-
violent.

To be open to all of the good God has to offer is to be non-
resistant to everything God has to offer.

We must learn
to embrace God by embracing all that is of God.
